Before responding to questions below, please click through the site (click on every link), look closely at design (think of the laws of Gestalt), any images, and all documents posted.  You should give the site an overall look before responding to questions.  Also, keep in mind the requirements for the assignment.  In general, they are listed below—

• 5 pages

• A navigational structure (homepage and links to all subsequent pages)

• Use relevant images/pictures/graphics (professional picture of your self)
• Link to your email

• Link to a PDF version of your resume

• One or more links to your professional interests

• Write clearly and be consistent with site design (think of fonts, colors, pic size, etc.)

To count as a “page” for this project, a page must fill one window on a computer screen when maximized (note: your pdf versions of documents do not count as a page). I suggest that you collect your images, documents, etc. before you begin designing the pages.  Do not post any personal information other than your name and email.

· Are there 5 well-designed pages (describe the number of pages, what is left to be done on each page and note how many pages they have left to design)?
· Is there a navigational structure?  Does it work for usability (does the structure make sense?)?  Is there a homepage link on each page?  Do you “like” the location of the structure?  You must suggest another option for them.

· Look at the layout.  Do the tables have borders?  Do the borders help the site visually?  How so?  What can be done to improve the layout?  Consider moving images and/or text to create a visually appealing site or to improve usability.
· Examine any images on the site.  Are the images clear in appearance (check the size—are they stretched?)?  Are the images relevant to the text around them?  Relevant to the site?  Do you like the placement/location of the image on the page?  Do the images have a border around them?  Should the images have borders?  Suggest a place to move the image.

· Is there a link to the designer’s email?  Does it work?  

· Is there a link to the designer’s resume (PDF version)?
· Check all links!  Note any links that do not work.  You must make at least two suggestions to make the site better.  One suggestion must be about design (color scheme, font style/color/size graphics and images, layouts/tables), and one suggestion must be about content (posted documents, text on the screen/s, and possibly tables here as well).
