INFORMATIVE CAREER PRESENTATION REQUIREMENTS
FOR SPEECH # TWO

· The time limit for this speech presentation is 5-7 minutes. You should note that the penalty for over/under time is 10 points for every 60 seconds.

· In this informative speech, select a topic in the field of your current career/dream job you are pursuing. Search the newspapers, Internet for new developments in science, technology, environment, education/training, career opportunities, etc. It should be something that is not only important to you but your audience. Be sure to tell us why the topic is important, but don’t try to convince us that a certain position is correct. You may present pros and cons on the topic or present the benefits and detriments or tell us about a new development. But, do not take a personal stand! Just present information.  For example, your Career Field may be Pharmaceutical Sales and your topic may be the testing of a new drug in the treatment of Alzheimer’s.  You will simply report the facts.
· Cite a min. of 3 sources during your presentation. We must hear the sources within the text of your speech. Example “According to the CNN website survey taken on April 10th, 2009 over 100 people use this drug on a daily basis”.

· Cite the source, the date, the author and the website organization’s name. If you don’t have an author, make sure the website is credible. Make sure all sources are no more than 4 years old. If you cannot tell us who created the website, don’t use it!

· Organize your speech to include an introduction, the body and the conclusion and the components within each of these three parts.

· Visual aids are helpful to enhance the information but are not required for this presentation.

· You do not have to turn in an outline to me, but you should have a typed outline for your benefit.

· You will be graded on the Criteria listed on the Instructor’s Evaluation Form.
