You will speak from a speaking outline.

Before speaking, you must turn in one copy of your typed outline with an attached typed bibliography.

6.
After your speech, you will need to give the instructor your speaking notes.

7.
Your speech must be presented extemporaneously.  Failure to do so, will result in a grade no higher than 75.

8.
Penalty for over/under time limit=5 points for every 60 seconds over or under the time limit.
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
