
LEARNING APPLICATION JOURNAL
COM110:  PUBLIC SPEAKING
This is an opportunity for students to earn extra credit points added onto to your final point average at the end of the semester. This assignment can earn students up to 5 points. NOTE: This assignment is optional. Should you choose to complete the assignment, please follow these guidelines:

· Select any 3 learning points that stand out for you from each chapter in your text. Write a short paragraph for each learning point explaining how it applies/will apply to you outside the classroom.  I want specific examples of application. This could mean how it applies to your life in general or how it may apply to your work world now or in the future. An example of this may be in chapter 5 (Listening) dealing with “effective listening.” Think about when you may be/have been called upon to be a critical listener outside the classroom. One situation could be, when listening to a candidate running for political office. When the candidate is speaking on a particular issue, you must listen carefully and critically to all sides of the issue to fully evaluate the message before making up your mind whether you agree or disagree with what the candidate’s stand is on the issue. Explain your thinking in as much detail as you feel you need for each learning point.
· All of the journal must be typed. It must be clearly organized by each chapter. Three clear learning points must be spelled out under each chapter covered in the syllabus (Chapter 5:  Listening—Learning Point 1: Barriers to Effective Listening [followed by your paragraph], Learning Point 2, etc.).

· Your journal must be bound together with a cover page stating the title “LEARNING APPLICATION JOURNAL,” your name, date and the class and time (e.g., COM 110, 9 a.m.).

· All journals must be submitted on or before the due date specified on the Course Calendar, so that I can return them to you on the last day of class.
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
