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Topic: Subtraction with numerals 0 through 9 
Objective: After ‘fishing’ for two different fish, the students will demonstrate the ability to create a subtraction equation with the digits provided on the fish, and then solve that equation with 100% accuracy.

Materials: 
· Pond created from construction paper

· 10 fish with the numbers 0 – 9 on them (one number per fish) created from construction paper

· Magnets 

· Fishing line

· Pencils or sticks (for fishing pole)

Directions:


     1. Create a pond out of construction paper

     2. Create 10 fish (one for each numeral), number them, and
    attach magnets to the back of each
3. Tie fishing line to eraser end of pencil or to one end of a 

    stick and attach a magnet (with a hole punched in it) to
    the end of the string (This is your fishing pole) 

     4. Have students “go fishing” for two fish


     5. Have students create a subtraction equation with the
         numbers written on the fish


     6. Have students solve the subtraction equation


     7. Repeat steps 4-6 as many times necessary
