Yards of Yarn
Materials

Yarn

Scissors

Rulers/Yard Stick
Index Cards

Procedures

Activity 1: Give each student a card with a measurement on it. (1”, 3”, 6”, 9”, 1’, etc.) Have the students measure out a piece of yarn of that length. After they are finished have the students line up from longest to shortest. As they become more proficient, you can have them leave their yarn in their pocket, and lines up according to the measurements, and check their line with the yarn.

Activity 2: One the students have cut their yarn, tell the students that they need to get paired up. Tell the students with longer yarn to find students who have pieces that will equal their length.

Activity 3: Give the students an index card with a measurement on it. Have them cut their yarn to the length that they think is accurate. Let them check themselves with a ruler or yard stick to see how accurate they were.
