This course is designed to provide students with supervised opportunities to teach and observe explicit mathematics instruction for learners with special needs. Emphasis will be on the implementation and modification of instructional techniques for students with exceptionalities. The focus is the application of instructional sequences that adhere to the guidelines for teaching concepts, rules, and strategies in mathematics.  Corequisite: SED 369

This course is designed to focus on key components of the Watson School of Education conceptual framework:  The WSE develops highly competent professionals to serve in educational leadership roles. All educators must use data for decisions, reflect upon their practice, exemplify their commitment to professional standards, implement appropriate communication strategies, and strive to meet the needs of all learners. Assignments in this course will assist students in preparing to be a competent professional and a leader.

Upon successful completion of this course, the student will be able to:

1. Demonstrate ability to effectively plan and teach a continuous series of daily instructional math lessons that include explicit instructional procedures for teaching essential skills from the NC General Curriculum, using multisensory methods, continuing cycles of review, sequence from concrete to abstract, real word applications, and monitoring of student progress in the development of mathematical skills [NCDPIGC6:2] [NCDPIGC7:5]  [CECCC4;7] [CECGC4;7].
2. Adapt and modify mathematics instruction to meet the unique needs of individual students [NCDPIAC2:2] [CECCC4] [CECGC4].
3. Demonstrate and apply methods for increasing accuracy and proficiency in math calculations and applications [NCDPIGC7:6] [CECGC4].
4. Design and apply instructional sequences that adhere to the guidelines for teaching concepts, rules, and strategies in math [NCDPIGC6:4] [CECGC4].  
5. Demonstrate effective corrective feedback for the correction of student work. Write a comprehensive case report summary demonstrating understanding of a student’s current level of functioning, progress, and future needs [NCDPIGC5:1;2] [CECCC7;8] [CECGC8].

Collaborate with at least 2 of the following to identify specific instructional needs and math goals/objectives for case study studentecial education teacher, family member, and student (to identify specific instructional needs and math goals and objectives for case study student [NCDPI10:1; 2; 3]

1) Instructional Lessons:

    You will design and implement 5 Direct Instruction lessons in one or any combination of the following areas: basic facts, place value, counting, problem solving, decimals, fractions, measurement, money, and/or time. These will be developed in TaskStream. You will select the “UNCW Sp Ed Six Pt Lesson Plan w/ Script” format under “Lesson Builder.” (5 @ 60 points each for a total of 300 points) 
2) Tutoring Sessions:


You will conduct 10 hours of tutoring with a child who is struggling in math. You should plan on conducting your assessment and developing rapport with your case study student during the first session. (10 @ 20 points each for a total of 200 points)
3) Audio Tapes or Videos:

You will audio tape or video the first and last direct instruction lessons with your student(s) (2 @ 40 points each for a total of 80 points). 1st tape is due by May 27th and the 2nd is due by June 16th
4) Parent Packet:


You will submit a letter to the parent summarizing the tutoring sessions. Include comments regarding target skills you taught, progress made, and general recommendations for activities parents may want to use at home. In addition, please include a pre- and post-test graph (using data from the curriculum-based assessments that you will administer as a requirement in SED 369) that visually represents progress made during the tutoring.  Due June 16th

1) Professional Quality: 

All work done outside class should be typed and of professional quality. Ten percent of the total points possible will be deducted if there are more than two errors (i.e., in grammar, spelling, or uncorrected typos). Directions should be carefully followed. If you do not understand the requirements of an assignment it is your responsibility to contact me for additional help prior to the session in which the assignment is due. I will be happy to provide oral feedback on a draft of an assignment prior to the due date if sufficient time is available for a convenient appointment to be arranged.

2) You are responsible for adhering to ALL guidelines stated in the Ed Lab Guide. These packets will be distributed by the Ed Lab staff. Here are some highlights:

· 1 lab class is REQUIRED ~ at the beginning of the semester 
· You MUST contact the parent within 3 days of receiving the information of the student you will tutor
· You MUST email the EdLab to let them know the dates and times you will be tutoring (with 2 days of speaking to the parent (i.e., within 5 days of receiving the parent information)

· Lessons MUST be approved before teaching (by EdLab and Dr. Campbell)

· There MUST be a lesson plan for EVERY meeting (including assessments and parent/teacher conference)

· You must include a reflection in every lesson following the session

· The words DIRECT INSTRUCTION and the NUMBER of the lesson plan must be in the title in addition to the DATE TAUGHT and LENGTH of LESSON

3) Confidentiality:

     All identifying names and information should be omitted from written work and discussions.

4) TaskStream:  

The Watson School of Education requires that all education majors enrolled in methods courses maintain an active account on TaskStream, a web-based curriculum builder and portfolio toolset. You are asked to maintain that account for the duration of your program with the Watson School of Education (www.taskstream.com). Students in these courses will use TaskStream to maintain a Professional Development Portfolio. This portfolio includes evidence of your work to demonstrate progress toward meeting exit requirements and professional standards. Lesson plans for this course must be submitted on TaskStream.
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
