Understanding children: An interview and observation guide for educators. NY: McGraw-Hill.
Purpose:  This project will engage you in sustained and focused observations of several children at different stages of development.  The basic goal is to be able to “see” and describe developmental patterns, trends and distinctions within and across major developmental categories.  To do this, you will be selecting and applying specific observation tools to collect observational data that will be used as a framework for developing a written “report” on one or more children (see Daniels et al., Ch. 6 for report models). 

Directions: Using Daniels et al as a frame of reference or model, base your observations on these observation tools related to these category of development discussed in the Daniels et al. text (physical; cognitive; socio-emotional) that reflect your interests and/or opportunities for observing children engaged in or reporting about  school-related experiences and/or events.  You should make your selections from the following chapters, with the noted exceptions in mind. You will need to select situations in which one or more of the same children will be observable, so, at least one child can become the subject or focus of your written report. (If this will not be possible, we can negotiate alternatives.)
Chapter 3: Physical Development (exclude # 3.9: Children’s Health Issues). Select one observation activity from the eight activities presented. Each will engage you in some aspect/s of children’s physical development.  To the best of your ability, use the data collection procedures and tools associated with the activity you select. This will become the foundation of your observation report, in that physical developmental change is the foundation for virtually all aspects of learning, and the teaching intended to support learning. 
Chapters 4: Cognitive Development (excluding # 4.13: Interview with a Teacher) and Chapter 5: Socioemotional Development (excluding # 5.14: Classroom Environment Survey): Select one observation activity from any of  the 12 activities presented in Chp. 4 and one from the 13 presented in Chp. 5 to complete. 
Using the data you’ve compiled from your two observations as your context, develop a written report such as one of those presented in Chapter 6. Try to include as much data as possible in making your interpretations or evaluations.
