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I.  MEMORY PATHS

•Semantic Memory

–Most difficult to use; Teachers use the most

•Episodic Memory

–Location-driven; Enhanced w/bulletin boards, costumes, classroom seating

•Procedural Memory

–Found in cerebellum; enhanced by movement; strong

•Automatic Memory

–Found in cerebellum; enhanced w/flashcards, mnemonic devices, repetition

•Emotional Memory

–Controlled by amygdala, most powerful
