Type Specimens

(1) Holotype
the single specimen designated by the author as the type in the original publication

(2) Isotype
duplicate collection/s of the holotype (same collector, date, place as holotype, but mounted on a separate sheet, and often housed in a different herbarium)

(3) Paratype
specimen/s cited along with the holo/isotypes in the original publication

(4) Syntype
the specimen/s cited in the original publication, when no specimens were designated as types OR 2 or more different specimens were designated as the types [syntypes are common in older studies]

IF no type was designated OR the holotype (and any associated isotype/s) was lost/destroyed, a subsequent author can name

(5) Lectotype
a new type specimen chosen from the original material, i.e., from among several syntypes

(6) Neotype
last resort, if there is no original material

Can be compounded, for example, isosyntype, paralectotype (see below), isoneotype, etc.

Less Frequently Used Types:

Topotype
specimens collected from the same population as the holotype.

Paralectotype
Each specimen of a former syntype series remaining after the designation of a lectotype.
