NCTEACH – Technology Module II - Assignment
Part I: 
Create a non-linear tutorial for a topic/subject area of you might teach in the future. Imagine that you are creating a tutorial for a one computer station in your classroom that students could use for review, or to catch up if they missed some classes.

Must be developed with MS PowerPoint.
The idea must contain:

· Audience – for what subject and grade level is this tutorial designed.

· Must include some type of practice for the content.  For example, at the end of the tutorial you could have a multiple choice slides that tell the students if they got the right answer.

· At least 15 slides, at least six must be dedicated to content.
· A variety of colors, pictures and/or designs

· Text and picture custom animations

· Must list all references – include all websites and texts you used in your presentation.
Part II:

Construct a Rubric for a typical assignment you might give to your future students. Could be for an oral presentation, a research paper, or a project. (These are just samples you choose something that would apply to your future curriculum.)  Your rubric should have five criteria (with explanations) and three ratings for each criteria.  Then state a score for grades A,B,C,D, and F using your rubric.
Part III :

You will be doing part’s one and two with a partner. You are asked to use Skype to communicate with this person in some format about the assignment. This can be just a text chat, a voice call, or a video call.

Submission:
