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Nouns and Verbs Lesson Plan

Focus: “Silly Sally” Poem on board.

Silly Sally likes dogs but doesn't like barking.
 She likes food but not eating.
 She likes trees but not climbing.
 She likes books but not reading.
 She likes chairs but not sitting. 

Students will try to figure out the pattern of what Sally likes and does not like. (Sally likes nouns but does not like verbs.) 

Objective: TSW identify verbs and nouns. (“Today we will learn about two parts of speech: Nouns and Verbs.”)

Input: Give students definitions of Nouns and Verbs. 

Noun: Words that identify a person, place or thing. There are common and proper nouns. Common are general such as boy, girl, cat, dog. Proper are names such as Jim, New York, etc. 

Verb: Part of sentence that indicates action, existence, or occurrence. . Often it is the “doing” part of a sentence. 

Guided Practice: The students will identify nouns around the classroom and verbs to go along with them. (i.e. chair, pencil, shoe and sitting, writing, running)  

Independent practice: Worksheet from The Mailbox Magazine

Closure: The students will write a class silly sally poem with the ability to identify the verbs and nouns.
