It is recommended that you keep a notebook (or 3 ring binder) with lesson plans, notes, quickwrites, and articles from instructor. Include a front page for Table of Contents. Use dividers to separate by readings, assignments, forms, lesson plans, etc.

Purpose:  This course is designed first and foremost to encourage students to delve into literacy and the language arts. The course is also designed to aid students in their growth as effective decision-makers and reflective practitioners, including presentation strategies.

Learning Engagements:

1. Class reading assignments, activities and discussions.  Your participation counts as 10% of your grade. (*Please see note below.)
2. Online Journal Discussions with cohort group: Discussion entries will include prompts on classroom questions and events from our lab experiences. Discussion entry must be logged by 5 pm of the assigned date to count for credit.
3. Weekly Quickwrites on readings from texts.
4. Completion of Self Paced Phonics Workbook, page 71, in text. This completed work is due on Monday, February 14.
5. Present shared reading, language experience, writing mini-lesson or guided reading lesson plans to each other—small group format. This assignment counts in your participation grade and is scheduled for April 11, according to the syllabus.
6. Video reflection: You will video yourself teaching [tutoring] in order to reflect upon your teaching practice. You will share one section of the video with your classroom cohort and instructors during a guided reflection session at midterm, March 7. A written reflection will be due by the following class day (March 9).
7. Write a research paper, complete with introduction, learning theory upon which program is based, and current status of program. A topics list will be introduced from our Pearson reader. A bibliography of sources, including texts and electronic media, must also be included. Paper should be between 4-6 pages and is due on March 21.
8. Observation and follow up support conference with one peer from our classroom should be conducted at some point after our midterm. A written reflection describing the tutoring session and your follow up conference is due by April 13.
9. Attend Field Trip, scheduled in final 2 weeks of class. This will be outside of our regular classroom hours in order to meet on classroom teacher’s schedule. Two options will be available.
10. Final exam, modeled from the PRAXIS II, including definitions and essay on classroom practice. This is a take home exam and should be handwritten. It will be distributed in our last day of class (May 2) and due on our exam day.
*Participation:
	Classroom discussions and activities are a valuable part of our learning experiences. Just as you will want your students to participate both through attentive listening and active discussion, I want the same for you. Please be conscious of how you represent yourself as a contributing member of our group and as a future educator. This includes your representation as an active and supportive peer…therefore, no use of electronic devices for phone calls, text messages, etc. during class time. Personal laptops are for use in special assignments only.
 If there is a family emergency or other reason for having the device available in class you will need to leave the classroom to use. No exceptions! 
Grading: 
Your grades are dependent on your assignment completion and your participation as described above. To earn an A in this class you must meet all of the criteria on time and to the expectations we will develop and discuss in class. Please feel encouraged to bring your work to me as you progress so that you can feel confident of the process as well as the product. 
A note on absences…It stands to reason that your attendance is important to your growth in this class. It is also important to us as a learning community.  Exceeding two absences in EDN 340 will affect your grade and should be discussed with the instructor. Attendance will be taken at each class meeting.
