First Opinion Paper

This Opinion Paper will be a critical analysis of the Ethical Theories developed by Aristotle, Mill, and Kant.
Follow these directions, responding to both #1 and #2 below.  Be sure to proofread your paper before you turn it in.  Your paper should be two-to-three typed double-spaced pages. Remember: late papers will lose one point for each day late and opinion papers may not be submitted by e-mail.
1. For each of the three Ethical Theories begin by explaining the most important points of that theory.  Next, identify the most convincing points of that theory, those that you think make the theory plausible and your specific criticisms or objections.  You must be very specific in the case of both positive and negative points.

2. Conclude by explaining which of these three theories you think is the best way to approach and solve moral problems.  Explain the reasons why you think this theory is the best one.  Be very specific and precise in explaining your reasons.

Please try to come up with good reasons for your opinion.  As a philosopher, remember that you are trying to convince the reader of your paper that your opinion is correct.
