1. Use FRACTINT, or another fractal program, to pick a fractal (not ifs), zoom into it in various places and write a report on what you see. Under Basic options you can change the number of iterations.

2. In the FRACTINT, or another IFS fractal program, pick an iterated function system that we have not discussed. Go to MATLAB and modify the ifs code to produce the corresponding ifs figure. 

3. Create an iterated function system which will produce a fractal with the first letter of your name. 
· First try a block form. Write out the needed affine transformations to represent each block. Try it out in Matlab or another program capable of taking IFS code.
·  Use your name, or some word (not Chaos), to create a fractal which repeats on all scales. Program this in MATLAB. 
· You might want to experiment to get better shapes.
