GEOGRAPHERS:  The Director of National Intelligence (DNI) Open Source Center at the Central Intelligence Agency employs Geographers who are the Intelligence Community’s experts on foreign mapping, geographic information, and geospatial technologies. They combine skills in geography and allied disciplines (i.e., GIS, cartography, geology, remote sensing, photogrammetry, imagery analysis, urban planning, etc.) with area knowledge to review and assess all sources of geographic information in all its varied forms (paper, digital, internet, etc.).  OSC Geographers provide maps, data, information, analytical products, training and a host of related geographic services to those on the front lines of intelligence today.  Seasoned geographers with special training will engage in projects with mission partners and manage contracts to accomplish geographic information goals possible only through a team effort.  Intern applicants must be pursuing a degree in Geography or related discipline.  Students with reading ability in a foreign language are encouraged to apply.
LIBRARIANS:  The Central Intelligence Agency (CIA) Library is seeking knowledgeable, innovative, customer service-oriented interns to work in acquisitions, cataloging, collection management, electronic resources, web development, interlibrary loan, and reference disciplines.  The CIA regularly provides information to the President of the United States and senior U.S. Government officials.  Librarians also play an essential role by researching and supporting the critical information needs of our various offices and a wide range of customers. Responsibilities vary but can include traditional reference, acquisitions, cataloging and interlibrary loan functions.  In addition, interns may assist in customer training in the use of electronic resources, briefings on Library services, and planning and participating in Library marketing events.  Intern applicants must be pursuing a degree in Library or Information Science.  Students with reading and research ability in a critical foreign language are encouraged to apply.
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:  All applicants must be US citizens.  Interns must be enrolled as full-time students at time of application and must have at least one semester of school remaining after the internship is completed (for undergrad seniors, this includes grad school).  Minimum 3.0 GPA.  All applicants must pass a thorough medical and psychological exam, a polygraph interview, and a security background investigation. To be considered suitable for Agency employment, applicants generally must not have used illegal drugs within the last 12 months. The issue of illegal drug use prior to 12 months ago is carefully evaluated during medical and security processing.
