Course Description

Emphasis on linguistics and psychological bases of the reading process, stages in the development of reading ability, and sequences of skill acquisition. Students will study models of reading instruction for language and literacy learning, the role of the classroom teacher of reading, and forces influencing that role. A field-based activity is required. 

Co requisite: EDNL 330.

Course Purposes
As a result of this class, each student should:
· Understand reading and writing processes, including the relationship of child and language development to these processes.

· Identify, describe, and critique the principles (derived from research) and practices of meaning-centered reading education.

· Describe and critique major approaches to the teaching of reading.

· Develop and carry out plans, procedures, and materials for the teaching of reading which provide for children’s individual differences and the development of positive attitudes toward reading.

· Develop and carry out plans for informal evaluation of reading instruction.

· Develop a personal philosophy of literacy education based on the study of beliefs held by other literacy professionals and relate that philosophy to the literacy curriculum of the state of North Carolina. 

· Learn how to utilize literature in a balanced program, thereby increasing knowledge of children’s literature and incorporating a print-rich environment.

· Facilitate professional growth by developing increased ownership and responsibility and by developing collaborative and collegial relationships with peers.

Learning Engagements and Assignments
· In order to benefit most from class sessions, complete assigned reading by the first date on the schedule for the topic. Come to class prepared to discuss the reading and participate actively. 
· Complete assignments for each class topic in a timely manner. Bring to class for use during the session indicated and submit for grading on dates indicated on schedule.

· Tutor a child in the Ed Lab for 20 hours. Permission of the EDN 340 instructor is required to tutor outside the Ed Lab. Incorporate required class assignments into tutoring sessions and draw from tutoring experience to provide class examples during class discussion. EDNL 330 is a co requisite for this course and correlates directly with EDN 340.

· Develop a profile for the child you tutor to guide tutoring by learning and applying procedures for doing systematic observational assessments of reading and writing with your tutee.

· Video tape a segment of a tutoring session between October 1 and October 15 to be used for analysis at mid term.

· Collaborate with partners or groups to complete projects that involve evaluating, presenting, and developing instructional materials (including technology), plans, and activities.
