Course Description

This course is designed as a companion course for EDN 558 and is organized to support students in their learning as they collaborate with colleagues and professors in exploring language development at all levels and the reading process. It is also designed to explore language at all educational levels, synthesize, and apply ideas to language and literacy development and diversity. This course supports students in their growth as effective decision-makers and reflective practitioners.
Course Objectives and Outcomes
The student will:
1. Form collaborative groups to discuss questions dealing with literacy, language development, and the reading and writing processes.

2. Explore implications for educators and parents suggested by concepts learned in EDN 558. 

3. Identify ways that the theories presented can be put into practice in the classroom to support linguistically, culturally, and academically diverse student populations. 

4. Continue discussion of issues introduced in EDN 558.

5. Demonstrate growth in ability to collaborate to learn and support the learning of others.

6. Demonstrate growth in ability to use reflection as a tool for learning.

7. Explore case study research as a tool for informing instructional decision making.

This seminar class will focus around three major events: a book study group, exploration of case study research, and sharing of language related topics explored independently. In addition, students will identify topics from EDN 558 to be explored in greater depth as interest or need arises.
