Course Description
Prerequisite: Permission of Instructor. Co-requisites: EDN 556 – 557. Explore the theories of Professional Development, supervision, and systematic changes and issues affecting early literacy, program development, and teacher learning. Develop skills for implementing, evaluating, and improving literacy intervention programs, including Reading Recovery®, and skills in facilitating conceptual change and improving teacher performance. Seminar and practicum experiences extend over two semesters. 
Course Objectives
The student will:

· Develop awareness of an early intervention such as Reading Recovery with the goal of prevention of reading failure.
· Study issues related to successfully creating positive systematic change in a school or district.

· Study issues related to the implementation and sustaining of an educational innovation.

· Develop problem solving skills.

· Learn strategies for creating awareness of and cultivating support for implementing of educational innovation such as Reading Recovery.

· Understand and apply principles of adult learning.

· Learn techniques for working with school and district personnel.

· Do an awareness presentation in class for a particular audience for the intervention you studied. “Sell” the class on the intervention.
· Develop an implementation plan for a school district adoption or extension of an early intervention.
