What Is The Research About?

You are being invited to take part in a research study because are you part of one of Watson School of Education masters programs. If you take part in this study, you will be one of about 40 people to do so.

Who Is Doing The Study?

The persons in charge of this study is Drs. Jayson W. Richardson (Principal Investigator) , Scott Imig (Co-Principal Investigator), and Abdou Nydoye of the University of North Carolina Wilmington. Drs. Richardson, Imig, and Nydoye will be gathering and analyzing the information for the study.  

What Is The Purpose Of This Study?

By doing this study we hope to understand the if students perception of diversity changes over a six month time period. 
Where Is The Study Going To Take Place And How Long Will It Last?

The research procedures will be conducted via an online survey. The survey will take about 20 minutes to complete. You will be asked to complete a survey now and another one in December, 2009.  If needed and if you agree, a 20 minute interview will be conducted to further understand your responses. Interviews will take place at the UNCW campus in the Watson School of Education.
What Will I Be Asked To Do?

You will be asked to take two online surveys. Each survey will take about 20 minutes to complete. If needed, you may be asked to take part in an interview. In this interview, we will ask you to detail responses to the survey.   

What Are The Possible Risks And Discomforts?

To the best of our knowledge, the things you will be doing have no more risk of harm than you would experience in everyday life.

Will I Benefit From Taking Part In This Study?

You will not get any personal benefit from taking part in this study.

Do I Have To Take Part In This Study?

If you decide to take part in the study, it should be because you really want to volunteer. There will be no penalty and you will not lose any benefits or rights you would normally have if you choose not to volunteer.  No one on the research team will behave any differently toward you if you choose not to participate in the study. You can stop at any time during the study and still keep the benefits and rights you had before volunteering.

What Will It Cost Me To Participate?

There are no costs associated with taking part in this study.

Will I Receive Any Payment Or Reward For Taking Part In This Study?

If you agree to complete both surveys, you will be entered into a drawing for a $20 I-Tunes gift certificate. 

Who Will See The Information I Give?

Your information will be combined with information from other people taking part in the study. When we write up the study to share it with other researchers, we will write about the combined information. You will not be identified in any published or presented materials unless you have specifically given me permission to identify you.
We will make every effort to prevent anyone who is not on the research team from knowing that you gave us information or what that information is. Your name will be replaced with a pseudonym. However, there are some circumstances in which we may have to show your information to other people. We may be required to show information that identifies you to people who need to be sure that we have done the research correctly, such as the UNCW Institutional Review Board 

Can My Taking Part In The Study End Early?

If you decide to take part in the study you still have the right to decide at any time that you no longer want to continue. There will be no penalty and no loss of benefits or rights if you stop participating in the study. No one on the research team will behave any differently to you if you decide to stop participating in the study.
