2. Review and firm up pre-skills.   Task analysis
3. Teach all elements---pre-skills---for new tasks.  Task analysis
4. Focused instruction: Format = Model—Lead—Test (immediate acquisition test)

5. Examples selected, juxtaposition of examples, sequencing of examples, and commentary about examples must communicate information unambiguously so that students can induce generalizations.  Examples p. 2, 7, 19, 20
6. Arrange strategic integration within and across lessons.  Lesson
7. At the end of the lesson, test ALL new material covered---delayed acquisition test.  Phases, p. 5
8. Work on fluency---fluency with elements, model, repetition, cadence Phases and Four-level procedure for remediation.
9. Work on generalization---similar examples (generalization set), model how to judge “sameness,” use generalization test to assess whether need simple error correction, part-firming, reteaching, or intensive instruction.   Phases  and Four-level procedure for remediation.
10. Work on retention---ongoing retention set, use retention test to assess whether need simple error correction, part-firming, reteaching, or intensive instruction.  Phases
