Classroom Expectations

Supplies:

Rules:

Course Requirements:

· Notebook: every student will maintain a three ring binder.  Notebooks will be graded at any time during the semester.  The contents of this binder will include class notes, homework, handouts and other material.  I will check for random items and organization.  A grading rubric will be supplied detailing binder expectations.

· ID Terms: All students will maintain ID’s on index cards.  These will be handed in on test days for a homework grade.  Keeping detailed ID’s will serve as excellent flash cards for studying.
· Tests: You will take a test approximately every week (See Class Syllabus).  Tests will be given on either Mondays or Thursdays.  The format of all tests will be multiple choice, true/false, matching, fill-in-the-blank, short answer and essay.  An absence the day before the test is not an excuse to miss the test.  Test are announced in advance in class and noted in your class syllabus.
· Projects:  Throughout the semester individual and group projects will be assigned that may require in-class and out-of-class time.  The details of these projects will be described in class and well in advance.

· Quizzes:  Quizzes on ID terms will be conducted weekly in the form of fill-in-the-blank, multiple choice, True/False, and short answer 
· Homework: You will have nightly readings and occasionally other assigned homework that will be graded.
