Thought Great Plains would be a wasteland

Place the Native Americans in that region
III. 1830 Andrew Jackson pushed through Congress the INDIAN REMOVAL ACT =Provided money for relocating American Indians.
IV. Most Native Americans gave in and resettled in the West. 

  The Cherokee in Georgia did not want to resettle.

   Native American group adopted white culture and hired a lawyer to                

   bring the case to the Supreme Court
Worcester v. Georgia 
Chief Justice John Marshall ordered state officials to honor property rights

        Andrew Jackson refused.  


        Cherokee resisted resettlement
V. Martin Van Buren becomes president and orders the army to resolve the conflict.
The army forced the remaining people out of their homes and marched them to what is now Arkansas and Oklahoma.


About 2,000 Native Americans died in camps waiting to move to West


Another 2,000 Native Americans died of starvation, disease, and 
      exposure on the Journey=TRAIL OF TEARS

VI. By 1838 most Native Americans were now moved West of the Mississippi. 

The only Native Americans remaining were the Seminoles in Florida.
