Words
A generalization set that consists of what was covered these ten lessons---regular words and pseudo-words made from known letter-sounds; that is, 100% decodable. E.g., am, sit ( new = sam, mat
“Here are the words you’re going to read. [Touch first ball.] Sound it out.  [Slide or loop under word]  What word?”

Sentences.
A generalization set of what was covered these ten lessons consisting of sentences made from rearranged words.  100% decodable. E.g., The cat sat.  The dog ran. ( new = The dog sat. The cat ran.

Comprehension

A generalization set of what was covered these ten lessons consisting of the same type of questions regarding new but similar pictures and/or text.


	Fluency: Accuracy plus speed.
Letter-sounds
A fluency set consisting of what was taught these ten lessons. [Touch ball for each sound.]

“Take a good look and get ready. (Pause) Say it fast.” [Move quickly to end of arrow.] (p. 46)

Words

A fluency set consisting of what was taught these ten lessons. 

“Now you get to read all the words on this page the fast way.” (p. 135)
Sentences

A fluency set consisting of what was taught these ten lessons. 

“You’re going to read the story the fast way.” (p. 211)
