These should be clear and complete so that others 

may perform the same experiment exactly.  You may underline the materials 

needed in the procedure instead of listing them separately.

Data and Observations:  Draw the set up, label, record any 

measurements and observations.

7.
Analysis of Data:  Graphs, calculations or answers to essential 

questions.

8.
Conclusion:  What did investigation prove?  Restate hypothesis as 

supported or refuted.

Reflection:  Was there anything that you would change about this 

investigation to make it better?  Did performing this investigation lead to 

any other questions?
