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Many high school and middle school student teachers experience great internal conflict when presented with the role of providing evolution education.   Some interns outright refuse to teach this scientific theory all together during their practicum experience, while a select few choose to deliver instruction in intelligent design.  This session describes both the challenges presented by creationist student teachers and the reactions of the supervising instructors.   Recent anecdotes will be presented and several successful strategies for mediation will be shared and discussed.
