OVERCORRECTION

A procedure consisting of two basic components:

RESTITUTIONAL OVERCORRECTION: 

Requires that the student restore the environment to a state vastly improved from that which existed prior to the act.

POSITIVE PRACTICE OVERCORRECTION:


Requires the student to repeatedly practice the positive behavior.

(When no environmental disruption has occurred, only positive practice is used.)

EXAMPLE:
Behavior:

Student turns over desk.



Restitutional OC.
Turn up correctly, erase marks, clean, wash, polish.



Positive Practice:
Do same for five more desks

ADVANTAGES:

1. Minimizes reaction to unrelated punishers.

2. Rapid and long-lasting behavior reduction

3. Can be used as an educative technique.

EFFECTIVE USE OF:

1. Ensure relevance of OC procedure to negative behavior.

2. Consistent and Immediate application is preferred.

3. Extended duration WITHOUT reinforcement during Restitution or Positive Practice session.    

4. CONSISTENT performance during Positive Practice.

5. Combine with DRA approach.

CONCERNS:

1. Sometimes difficult to select Restitutional activity.

2. Requires one-to-one supervision.

3. Can be too aversive if misused.
