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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Examination of the field of behavioral disorders/emotional disturbances.  Designed to acquaint the student with the wide and complex variety of children who have been labeled “Behaviorally Disordered” or “Emotionally Disturbed”.   Topics related to historical, theoretical, etiological, developmental, and symptomological issues will be discussed.  Diagnosis and identification instruments and techniques plus major teaching and intervention strategies will be introduced.   Program models, supportive services, parent involvement models, and current trends and issues in the field will also be reviewed. Field experience required.

Rationale:

Reflection and decision making abilities are critical processes necessary for a teacher of behaviorally/emotionally disturbed children and youth to operate effectively within an educational setting. This course will help students generate intelligent decisions regarding programming for this population by examining the nature and needs of the behaviorally/emotionally disturbed student.

Internet/Chapter Resource Team Presentations
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In order to involve you further in participating in this course and to allow you a formal opportunity to contribute to the intended learnings, teams of two to five students each will be assigned supplementary readings dealing with an area of behavior management that we will be reading about and discussing in class. 
 Each team will retrieve information from an Internet source dealing with an assigned area of behavior management. Each member of each team will search the web for three (3) items of information (articles, current events, resources, etc). dealing with the area of concern and  VERBALLY present the information to your classmates during the class in which we cover that topic.  In other words, you will be our “EXPERT RESOURCE TEAM” for that particular topic.  Students will be given an opportunity to ask you questions about your information, so be prepared to answer. You should provide a one page resource guide of the web links you searched for each student in class plus the instructor. 

In addition, you will master the assigned material in your textbook and relate it to your web-based research.  A thorough covering of your research is expected.

Each team will have 50-60 minutes to present the information.

Appendix C Field Experience
1.0
Student are required to observe, examine, and participate in  ONE setting serving the BD/ED population for a total of 20 hours of field experience and submit a final report to the professor on the experiences.  These must be conducted within public school classrooms for the BD on either an ELEMENTARY or MIDDLE GRADE level.  In some approved instances, a non-public school setting may be approved, such as the Oakes Psychiatric Hospital or the South-eastern Mental Health Pre-School Enrichment Program, which are educational programs for the BD/ED. The emphasis of the field experience and final report should deal with your acquisition of knowledge and understanding of the characteristics of BD/ED students and of the programming for such, including curriculum, behavior management, and related services.  Other activities might include administering tests, attending staffing, reviewing IEP reports, attending parent-teacher conferences, placement meetings, etc.  IN ALL CASES any permission forms necessary should be completed and signed by the parties involved and a copy should given to your professor.  ALSO, at all times, you will work under the direction and supervision of the classroom teacher and will participate only in what is approved of in advance by that person.  ALL INFORMATION OBSERVED AND REPORTED ON WILL BE TREATED AS CONFIDENTIAL FOR YOUR EYES AND YOUR PROFESSOR ONLY.

-Your name and observation site

-Grade level and type of class (BEH/Autistic, self contained/inclusion, etc.)

-Summary of experience: Should consist of student descriptions, setting description, program description, curriculum, behavior management program, and all of the activities you participated in (instructional, social, in and out of the classroom.

-Your critique of the program and your experience

Consider yourself a volunteer aide to the teacher and students.  Remember, however that at all times you are under the supervision of the teacher and should closely follow his/her directions.
