1. As soon as an action communicates it becomes a gesture.


2. A gesture may support, supplant, or replace the verbal message


 3. The meaning of a gesture depends upon the context and culture, i.e., a gesture is non context-specific and culture-specific


4. Gestures are learned, can be manipulated, are based upon the culture, should not be viewed in a social context, and depend upon a person’s psychological state at any point in time.


5. Signals are non-verbal behaviors that indicate an atmosphere of basic support, fear or insecurity, and inner conflict.


6. An example of a non-verbal signal is a “mis-match” in posture; i.e., if the top of the body and the bottom are not the same (not “ in posture).


7. Some cultures are understated in body movements and thus have a large repertoire of gestures (British); other cultures are said to be overstated in body movements and thus have a small repertoire of gestures (Italians, Israelis, Arabs, Blacks).


8. “Tie Signs” occur when a person rubs his arm (“I need a little comfort’).


9. The more you get to know someone, the more you can communicate with less.


10. An example of “posturing” (postural echo) is “mirroring” (using same time expressions).


11. Signals and gestures almost impossible to control (breathing) are called Auto-touching gestures.


12. Autonomic signs are also known as barrier signs.


13. Chin stroking, a slight covering of the mouth, scratching a part of the face, are examples of signals that may indicate that there is a slight discrepancy between what you are saying and what you are feeling.


14. The meaning of “gaze patterns” (eye contact) depends on the length of time applied; too long may be inappropriate; too short may indicate disinterest.
