In addition to the affective quality of their relationships with teachers, students described the success of the school environment to scaffold, or provide a structure for, their behavioral engagement.

No student interviewed expressed concern about passing exams or failing courses because of a limited understanding of the subject matter.

_______21. 
Most of the students interviewed described getting ready for school after their parents had departed for work and coming home before their parents had returned.

_______22.
According to the students, unlike high school, their elementary school teachers rarely called their parents to discuss or inform them about problematic student behavior.

As long as young people go to school insecure in the knowledge that their parents and teachers will never meet, the adolescent peer group is the only real government in the school.
