Digital Movie Production Assignment

Specifications:

You have to create a digital movie production using MS MovieMaker and Audacity, two very powerful tools for digital video and audio production.  The topic of your digital move should relate to a North Carolina Standard Course of Study subject area and audience (e.g., Mathematics for K-2 learners). The theme should be consistent throughout the production.

The production should embrace techniques that give life to still images by using zooms, and pans through a series of still images that dissolve, fade, and wipe into one another.   First, you first want to write a script and select your images (high resolution). Next, create the still image video and sync the narration with the video.  Then, take the narration clip and mix it with background music (make sure the music does not dominate).  Finally, mix all the tracks together and produce the video. 

The production should meet the following technical requirements:

· Each video should be no longer than one to two minutes in length

· At least a dozen still images (high resolution images, each filling the entire screen)

· Panning or zooming (camera movement) must be used for at least two images

· At least four meaningfully integrated transition effects

· At least three other video effects integrated into the production

· At least three meaningfully integrated screen captions

· A formal title and formal credits (place your references in this section: music and pictures) at the beginning and end of the production

· Tactful and gracefully integrated background music and narration 

The size of your finished production should be in the neighborhood of 10 MB and no larger than 20 MB. If your file is larger than this, your video is probably too long.

Delivery Instructions:

The digital production must be rendered and delivered in a wmv file format.  Save the file as FirstName_LastName.wmv.  Afterwards, submit the file to Blackboard Vista for grading. Please include a reference of where you collected any resources in the comments section of the assignment submission form.
