Spreadsheet Assignment

Specifications:

Part I: Make an electronic grade book 
You must make an electronic grade book for your (imaginary) class. The grade book should reflect all the grades of students over an entire quarter, semester, or course and should be professionally formatted. In doing this project, keep in mind the following criteria:

· At least 15 students

· At least 12 grades per student (include a mix of assignments, tests, quizzes, discussions, etc)
· All grades must be between the range of 0 - 100

· Include a grading scale as part of the spreadsheet to show the weights of each activity

· Show the use of formula’s or functions in calculating the final grade
· Use nested if-statements to determine the letter grade based on the final grade

· Provide the average and standard deviation of each grade and the final grade

· Round grades to no places after the decimal

· Include a chart showing one student’s average vs. the entire class for each grade
· Format the spreadsheet (colors for some of the columns, bold the text etc)

Include the electronic grade book in under a tab in Excel named “Gradebook”.

Part II: Create one self-checking Excel Spreadsheets 
This spreadsheet will have at least 20 questions on it that can be successfully checked by the spreadsheet. Sheet should be tied to an area/subject/ or grade level that you wish to teach, can contain a clip art or photo image as part of the sheet if desired. The sheet should be professionally formatted. The following criteria should be met in completing the self-checking spreadsheet:

· The users should be able to view a question column for each of the questions, a response column for users to provide responses, and a feedback column for the spreadsheet to provide corrective feedback to the users. There should also be a checking column.

· The “checking” columns must be hidden so that the students cannot see the answers. Be sure that all the answers are spelled correctly. 

· Use if-statements for checking the response column against the checking column in the feedback column.
· The feedback column should use conditional formatting such that correct answers (e.g., green) and incorrect (e.g., red) answers are shown with different colors.

· The self-checking spreadsheet should be protected such that users can only modify the response column. 

Include the self-checking spreadsheet in the same workbook under a tab in Excel named “Self-Check”.
