Attendance Policy: Attendance and participation (time logs) are mandatory and will count towards 10% of the final course grade.  Students may miss 1 class and 1 time log without penalty.   Every subsequent absence and/or failure to hand in time logs will result in a 5% loss of points from the total grade.  Once a student exceeds 4 absences they will be issued a failing grade for the course. (Medically documented excuses and bereavement are the only exceptions to this rule).  All hours are to be collected by 5/2, the last day of class.  For each hour not completed the student will lose 1pt from their total grade. 

Drops:  The last day to drop a class without a grade is 1/19.  Last day to withdraw with a W is 3/01. 

Projects:  There will be two projects in this course, a group research project worth 30% of final course grade and an individual project worth 10% of the final course grade.  


30% Group Literature Review Project: Students will read and lead a class discussion on a book chosen by this instructor.  Each group will create a power point review of the literature. 
The review should include:  1. an overview of the author (education, professional attainment and practice, qualifications, research etc.)  2. Identification of target population 3. Key issues addressed 4. Key components of suggested intervention  5. Comprehensibility for lay population (key features that may enhance understanding and use of text by lay pop.)  6. Critique of the literature.  Students must email the project to the instructor as well as submit a hard copy of their project and sources in a bound folder on the day of presentation. Grades will be based on the quality of the finished work, as well as citizenship behaviors.

10% Individual project: Students will create a short power point lecture that discusses their practicum site. The presentation should include a brief history of the agency in particular, population served by the agency, and the duties performed by the students. Students are also asked to evaluate the site’s applicability to their chosen field of study/profession and whether or not they would recommend the site to future practicum students. Students are to email the project to the instructor as well as submit a hardcopy of the project.  
Grading

Your final grade for the course will be based on attendance and time-logs (10%) and the two projects (40%).  The final 50% of your grade is based on your performance on site, as informed by the written practicum student evaluation which will be completed by the practicum site supervisor.  For each hour not completed the student will lose 1pt from their total grade.
