Latin script replaces Arabic script

1930s:  massive public education system established

1935:  law introducing use of Western surnames introduced

family law ratified

European civil codes replace Islamic law

Quran translated to Turkish; call to prayer given in Turkish

Reforms for women:

1920s:  educated in mass numbers

1924:  polygamy abolished

1934 women given the right to vote

1935:  first women elected to parliament
