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Differences between the male and female pelves:
- female inlet is larger and more circular - female acetabula face more anteriorly and are
- female pelvis, as a whole, is shallower and the farther apart
bones are thinner - female ilia flare more laterally
- female sacrum is broader and less curved and - female ischial spines are shorter, thus enlarging
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Remember to use the number of the finger when
naming a bone, such as First Metacarpal, or
Distal Phalanx Ill. Also, determine the view before
naming any carpals (anterior vs. posterior)--you

may accidentally name them backwards! / \
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
