We have now received official information on legislation to allow SAT scores of 1100 to exempt students from taking Praxis I for admission to teacher education.  I have sent copies of the info to you in campus mail.

Students with SAT scores of less than 1100, but with SAT scores of 550 or better on Verbal can be exempt from Praxis I Reading and Writing, SAT of 550 or better on Math can be exempt from Praxis I Math.

Please note:

1. The change does not go into effect until the Fall of 2006.  Therefore, students applying for admission in spring or summer, 2006 must take Praxis I.

2. Students planning to use SAT scores instead of Praxis I must have official scores sent to our office – copies cannot be accepted.  (Freshmen who applied to UNCW had to submit SAT scores, but persons who attended community colleges or transferred from other institutions did not have to submit them at the time of application to UNCW.  In addition, persons who graduated more than 5 years ago may not be able to get official SAT scores.)

3. Students who do not have high enough SAT scores will be required to take Praxis I – not go back and take SAT again.
