US History Classroom Guidelines

I. CLASS RULES
    1. Be in assigned seat before bell rings. If you are tardy you must stand for one hour.

    2. Be prepared.  Must have text, notebook, & writing utensil when you enter classroom.

    3. Class will start with a warm-up activity everyday.  DO NOT wait for me to start the class.

    4. Work on class subject only.  I will take and dispose of other work.

    5. NO FOOD, DRINKS, OR GUM.  Violation of this rule will result in after school detention.

    6. Sleeping in class will not be tolerated.  If sleeping in class, you will stand for the remainder of class.

    7. I will dismiss class!

II. DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES (as outlined by school policy or other)

    1. Along with rules there are consequences.  If you choose to break the rules, you will be expected to

        accept the consequences.

    2. Disciplinary procedures will be handled by me.  If you do not comply with my discipline, an office

        referral will be written.

    3. Disruptive behavior in class will not be tolerated.  You will receive a verbal warning first and

        if behavior continues, you will be escorted from the classroom. 

III. GRADING POLICY

     A. Tests

          1.  Tests are weighted 25% of the six weeks grade.

          2.  If you are absent, the number of days absent is equal to the number of days you have to make up

               the test.  Make-up tests are always in essay format and will be given during the class period.

          3.  Failure to make up the test in the given time, without consultation with me, will result in a grade 


of zero for that test.

     B. Homework/classwork

1. Homework/classwork is weighted 25% of the six weeks grade.

2. Homework/classwork is graded on completion. An assignment that is 100% complete will receive a grade of 100. Incomplete work will result in a grade of 69 unless it is less than half complete which will then be a grade of zero.

         3.   NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!!  Work is always due at the beginning of the period.
3. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get the work you missed.  The same procedure as 

that of a test applies.

     C. Notebook - weighted 25% of the six weeks grade.

         1.   This is a class requirement.

         2.   Must be a 3-ring binder.

3.   Notebooks will be checked once during the six weeks and will be weighted 25% of the six 

               weeks grade.  No late notebooks will be accepted. 

         5.   Notebooks must be in the format I give you.  It must be legible and neat.  If the requirements

               are not met, you will be given a grade of 69 (if all work is included; if there is work missing,             

               grade could be lower).

     D. Projects  – weighted 25% of the six weeks grade

1. Each six weeks there will be projects, both individual and group, that will be assigned.  The number of projects may vary each six weeks.

2. Students are expected to turn in projects on the due date at the beginning of the period.  No late projects will be accepted!!  

3. If you are absent for a presentation, a grade of zero may result depending on the nature of the project. 

     E. Cheating

         1.   Cheating will not be tolerated.  If caught cheating, a grade of zero will be given.

2. Parents/guardians will be contacted if cheating occurs.

III. TUTORING
1. Tutoring is available Monday-Thursday.  I will be available for tutoring on Wednesday afternoons from 3-4.
