Project 

WWII Newspaper

You are going to put together a newspaper about World War II.  The class will be divided into two groups: one group will create a newspaper from the point of view of the Allies and one group will create a newspaper from the point of view of the Axis Powers.

You may choose 5 of the following to include in your newspaper:

a. Interviews with key people of WWII

b. Maps to show key places, battles, course of war, etc.

c. The impact of the war on sports (i.e. Olympics, boxing)

d. Effects of war on the home front

e. Key Battles

f. Timeline of events leading up to the war or of the course of the war

g. Personality profiles of key people

h. Historical Context (i.e. the different cultures involved and on which side they aligned themselves)

i. Political Cartoons

You must include the following:

a. Advertisements relevant to the time period

b. Editorials

c. Letter to the editor 

d. Pictures, photos, and other graphics to illustrate articles and ads

Remember that newspapers should:

· Include stories that answer the journalists’ five W’s – who, what, where, when, why

· Convey the emotions of the war

Newspapers will be graded on content, mechanics, creativity, and overall presentation of the paper.
