Lesson 2: The New Nation: Objective 1.01: Identify the major domestic issues and conflicts experienced by the nation during the Federalist Period.

Guided: Students will answer questions displayed on power point.
Independent: Students will complete a chart that has them list the political parties of the period, their supporters and the issues they support. Answers: Hamilton and Federalist, Jefferson and the Democrat-Republicans; Strong national government vs. strong state governments; artisans, merchants, manufacturers and bankers supported the federalists, farmers and the south supported the republicans.

Lesson 3: John Adam’s Presidency: Objective: Objective 1.03: Assess commercial and diplomatic relationships with Britain, France, and other nations.
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Guided:  Students will work, as a class, on a graphic organizer that looks at the challenges that Washington and Adams faced during their presidency. 
Independent: Students will provide a few paragraphs on the problems of the Alien and Sedition Acts. They will provide an overview of each followed by the results of each on constitutional affairs. They will end by giving their own opinion on the acts and relate them to today.
Lesson 4: Jefferson’s Presidency Objective: Students will also be introduced to the United States expansion into the west and the results of the Louisiana purchase.

Independent: Students will do an activity where they will imagine themselves as a boy or girl accompanying the Lewis and Clark expedition. Keep a journal of the trip. They will base their journals on actual journals from the expedition. I will provide these journals.

 Students will contrast American Indian and United States citizens’ cultural views toward land ownership and religion.  They will do this in essay form or by poster.

Lesson 6: Diplomatic Relations: Objective: Objective 1.03: Assess commercial and diplomatic relationships with Britain, France, and other nations.
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Guided: NA
Independent: Students will create their own political cartoon. They can use any topic discussed in the lecture. They must include a description of their drawing that explains the message they are trying to convey.

Lesson 7: Diplomatic Relations 2: Objective: Objective 1.03: Assess commercial and diplomatic relationships with Britain, France, and other nations.
Guided: Students will answer questions on the power point.
Independent: Propaganda poster- Students will create a propaganda poster of the war of 1812. Students should refer to information from the notes taken during class.
Lesson 8: Expansion and Reform: Objective: Objective 2.04: Assess political events, issues, and personalities that contributed to sectionalism and nationalism.
Guided: NA

Independent: Students will imagine that they work in the Federal Government's public relations agency in the days just after the proclamation of the Monroe Doctrine. Each student will then create two or three banners supporting the doctrine and explain how it reflected growing US power.
Lesson 9: Expansion and reform Two: Indust. Revo.: Objective: Objective: 2.03: Distinguish between the economic and social issues that led to sectionalism and nationalism.
Guided: Check up questions

Independent: On a graphic organizer students will show the growing divide between the North and the south in issues of religion, economics and education.
Lesson 10: Expansion and Reform three: Corupt Bargain: Objective: Objective 2.04: Assess political events, issues, and personalities that contributed to sectionalism and nationalism.
Guided: Students will be given these two questions. Who were the candidates in the last presidential election? What were the issues addressed by the candidates? What were the images of the candidates? We will then compare that election to the one in 1824. We will look at how elections often convey vital information about the national mood and direction.
Independent:  Students will get a list of issues presented by both candidates in the 1824 election. They will cut them out and glue them underneath the correct candidate.
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
