Goals:
To familiarize you with high school classrooms and high schools environment – how does it work,  can I do it, can I fit, what vision and changes are needed/can I bring? (MAT students).
Take a hard look at why we do what we do in high school: it worked for many of us ie. We “survived” and for some we were lucky to be intellectually challenged. Many are not so lucky 
Challenge – not just to “smell the roses” and feel comfortable fitting back in. But to feel the tension of what’s not working, of who we’re failing to educate.

See yourself as a teacher leader. Change is needed at all levels – classroom, department, school, district

· Some schools/administrators will welcome change.  

· In other settings it may be the teachers who resist.

Get a support Network – local – the value of sharing ideas in this class, contact other schools, national reform organizations. Teaching and change work is tiring.  Build your support where you can share, learn and feel supported.  
There’s no more important work.
