High Schools Guided by 3 Goals:
(Citizens, Workers, Individual Opportunities)
· Democratic Citizenship and Equality (1930”s Progressive Ed. influence)

· Social Efficiency (goal in early 1900’s along with socialization)

· Social mobility (first goal of high school)

Ongoing tensions in the goals of high school between providing all students with the same opportunity – the ideals of a democratic society – balanced against the differing interests and abilities of students as well as the needs of society to have workers able to fulfill the range of society’s occupations requiring different levels of knowledge, skill etc.
