Gov. Easley also recently announced that school districts,
community colleges and universities in 22 North Carolina counties will receive $1.035 million in state funds for planning grants to create 23 new Learn and Earn high schools across the state. New schools will be
planned in the following counties: Brunswick, Caldwell, Carteret, Cherokee, Columbus, Craven, Greene, Guilford, Haywood, Hertford, Hoke, Lee, Macon, McDowell, New Hanover, Pamlico, Pender, Pitt, Randolph, Stanly, Union and Wake. Learn and Earn schools enable students to attend
high school for one additional year to earn a diploma and an associate's degree or two years of college credit.
