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Test Deliverable 1

Test #1 Specification: Load XML file

1. Requirement #1.

2. Purpose: Load a preexisting XML document.

3. Test Description:

a) Click File from the menu

b) Click Open

c) Select file to load from dialog box

d) Click OK

e) Populate GUI with XML data

4. Test Messages:

a) If file is invalid “Invalid file. Make sure it is an XML document.”

5. Evaluation

a) If loading operation is successful, the GUI will be populated with the XML data.

Test #2 Specification: Edit data in the XML document.

1. Requirement #2

2. Purpose: Allow user to edit fields in XML document.

3. Test Description:

a) User navigates through the tree to select a node to edit

b) User clicks the table cell containing the data to edit

c) User enters data and presses enter, or clicks out of cell

d) Changes are made to the XML document object.

4. Test Message:

a) If data is not proper type, such as integer “Data is not valid type: Integer”

5. Evaluation

a) If the editing change is valid, the XML document object is updated and the

user continues their work.

Test #3 Specification: Validate XML document.

1. Requirement #5

2. Purpose: Validate XML document against its schema so ensure integrity of document

3. Test Description:

a) Load an XML document

b) Select the schema you want to validate against through a dialog box

c) XML document is then validated against the schema

4. Test Message:

a) If XML document validation fails: “The XML document does not follow the rules specified by the schema”

5. Evaluation: 

a) If XML validation succeeds, the user is assured that the XML document is valid according to the schema they chose.

b) If the validation fails, the user can still edit the XML document, but they are informed that it does not meet the schema specifications.

Test #4 Specification: Save an XML document.

1. Requirement #7

2. Purpose: Save, Save as XML document 

3. Test Description:

a) Click File from menu

b) Click Save or Save As

c) If Save if clicked the document is written to file with the already existing name

d) If Save As is clicked a dialog box is displayed

e) The user selects the directory they want to save to

f) The user types the name of the file to save to

g) The user clicks Save. 

h) The document is written to a file

4. Test Messages:

a) If there is an error writing to file: “Error: Cannot write to file!”

5. Evaluation

a) If an error does not occur during Save or Save As the document is written to a file.
