Students are invited to 
experience this fascinating country through in-class study at 
UNCW followed by two weeks travel in South India.   

Academics 
PLS 494: India Study Abroad is taught by UNCW Asia 
expert Dr. Paige Tan of the Department of Public and 
International Affairs.  There are no pre-requisites for the 
course and students from all majors are considered. The 
course is worth 4 credits.  
 
Because India is a challenging destination with many 
hardships, there is an application process for the course.

In Karnataka, we visit the high-tech capital Bangalore; 
Mysore, the city of palaces; ancient Hoysala Dynasty 
temples near Hassan.  In the neighboring state of Kerala, 
we visit Cochin, an ancient trading city; Periyar Park, filled 
with elephants, deer, and tigers; as well as Alleppey, known 
as the ñVenice of India.ò
