Kill ‘em all . . . Let God sort ‘em out
Destruction of the residents of Canaan by the Israelites
The Israelites invaded Canaan and exterminated seven nations in widespread acts of genocide. This was done under God's explicit instructions as mediated through Moses.
Deuteronomy 7:1-2: 

"... the seven nations greater and mightier than thou; 
And when the LORD thy God shall deliver them before thee; 
thou shalt smite them, and utterly destroy them; 
thou shalt make no covenant with them, 
nor shew mercy unto them."
Joshua 6:21: 

"And they utterly destroyed all that was in the city, 
both man and woman, young and old, 
and ox, and sheep, and ass, with the edge of the sword. 
Joshua 10:40-41: 

"So Joshua smote all the country of the hills, 
and of the south, and of the vale, and of the springs, and all their kings: he left none remaining, but utterly destroyed all that breathed, as the LORD God of Israel commanded. 
And Joshua smote them from Kadesh-barnea even unto Gaza, and all the country of Goshen, even unto Gibeon." 

Joshua 10:33 - Gezer "Joshua smote him and his people until he had left him none remaining"; 10:34 "They left none remaining" 
Numbers 21:33-35 - Bashan "...they smote him, and his sons, and all his people, until there was none left him alive: 
they possessed his land."
Deuteronomy 2:26-35 - Heshbon "...we took all his cities at that time, and utterly destroyed the men, and the women, and the little ones, of every city, we left none to remain."
YHWH’s Marching Orders to the Israelites 
Deut 20:10-18

10 When you march up to attack a city, 
make its people an offer of peace.
11 If they accept and open their gates, 
all the people in it shall be subject to forced labor 
and shall work for you.

12 If they refuse to make peace and they engage you in battle, lay siege to that city. 13 When YHWH delivers it into your hand, 
put to the sword all the men in it. 
14 As for the women, the children, the livestock 
and everything else in the city, you may 
take these as plunder for yourselves. 
And you may use the plunder YHWH gives you from your enemies. 
15 This is how you are to treat all the cities that are at a distance from you and do not belong to the nations nearby. (Bad Neighbors!)
16 However, in the cities of the nations YHWH is giving you as an inheritance, 
do not leave alive anything that breathes. 
17 Completely destroy them
the Hittites, Amorites, Canaanites, Perizzites, Hivites and Jebusites
as YHWH your mighty one has commanded you.
18 Otherwise, they will teach you to follow all the detestable things they do in worshiping their gods, and you will sin against YHWH your only mighty one. 
Mauling of 42 youths:

2 Kings 2:23-24: 
23 Then he [Elisha] went up from there to Bethel; 
and as he was going up the road, 
some youths came from the city and mocked him, 
and said to him, “Go up, you baldhead! Go up, you baldhead!” 
24 So he turned around and looked at them, and 
pronounced a curse on them in the name of the LORD. 
And two female bears came out of the woods 
and mauled forty-two of the youths.

Killing of the Midianite children:

Numbers 31:1-18:
On God's instructions, Moses sent 12,000 soldiers against the Midianites 
7 And they warred against the Midianites, just as the LORD commanded Moses, and they killed all the males . . . 
9 And the children of Israel took the women of Midian captive, with their little ones, and took as spoil all their cattle, all their flocks, and all their goods. 10 They also burned with fire all the cities where they dwelt, and all their forts. 11 And they took all the spoil and all the booty—of man and beast. 

12 Then they brought the captives, the booty, and the spoil to Moses, to Eleazar the priest, and to the congregation of the children of Israel, to the camp in the plains of Moab by the Jordan, across from Jericho. 13 And Moses, Eleazar the priest, and all the leaders of the congregation, went to meet them outside the camp. 
14 But Moses was angry with the officers of the army, 
with the captains over thousands and captains over hundreds, who had come from the battle. 15 And Moses said to them: “Have you kept all the women alive? 16 Look, these women caused the children of Israel, through the counsel of Balaam, to trespass against the LORD in the incident of Peor, and there was a plague among the congregation of the LORD. 17 Now therefore, kill every male among the little ones, and kill every woman who has known a man intimately. 18 But keep alive for yourselves all the young girls who have not known a man intimately.

The Midianites were exterminated to avenge Israel’s apostasy in Numbers 25:

1 Israel remained in Acacia Grove, and the people began to commit harlotry with the women of Moab. 
2 They invited the people to the sacrifices of their gods, 
and the people ate and bowed down to their gods. 
3 So Israel was joined to Baal of Peor, 
and the anger of the LORD was aroused against Israel.
The leaders of the apostasy were executed by exposure to the sun and all the Israelite men who joined Baal of Peor were killed:
4 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Take all the leaders of the people and hang the offenders before the LORD, out in the sun, that the fierce anger of the LORD may turn away from Israel.” 5 So Moses said to the judges of Israel, “Every one of you kill his men who were joined to Baal of Peor.”

16 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: 17 “Harass the Midianites, and attack them; 18 for they harassed you with their schemes by which they seduced you in the matter of Peor and in the matter of Cozbi, the daughter of a leader of Midian, their sister, who was killed in the day of the plague because of Peor.”
An Israelite priestly family purges apostates from Israel and receives a covenant of everlasting priesthood from YHWH:
6 one of the children of Israel came and presented to his brethren a Midianite woman in the sight of Moses and in the sight of all the congregation of the children of Israel, who were weeping at the door of the tabernacle of meeting. 
7 Now when Phinehas the son of Eleazar, the son of Aaron the priest, saw it, he rose from among the congregation and took a javelin in his hand; 8 and he went after the man of Israel into the tent and thrust both of them through, the man of Israel, and the woman through her body. 
So the plague was stopped among the children of Israel. 
9 And those who died in the plague were twenty-four thousand. 
10 Then the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: 
11 “Phinehas the son of Eleazar the son of Aaron the priest 
has turned back My wrath from the children of Israel, because he was zealous with My zeal among them, 
so that I did not consume the children of Israel in My zeal. 
12 Therefore say, ‘Behold, I give to him My covenant of peace; 13 and it shall be to him and his descendants after him a covenant of an everlasting priesthood, because he was zealous for his God, and made atonement for the children of Israel.’” 
YHWH, Moses, and the Priests Divide up the Plunder:
25 Now the LORD spoke to Moses, saying: 
26 “Count up the plunder that was taken
—of man and beast—you and Eleazar the priest 
and the chief fathers of the congregation; 
27 and divide the plunder into two parts, between those who took part in the war, who went out to battle, and all the congregation. 
Eleazar the Priest gets his portion from the Warriors

28 And levy a tribute for the LORD on the men of war 
who went out to battle: one of every five hundred of the persons, 
the cattle, the donkeys, and the sheep; 
29 take it from their half, 
and give it to Eleazar the priest 
as a heave offering to the LORD. 
The Levites get their portion from the People 
30 And from the children of Israel’s half 
you shall take one of every fifty, 
drawn from the persons, the cattle, the donkeys, and the sheep, from all the livestock, 
and give them to the Levites 
who keep charge of the tabernacle of the LORD.” 
31 So Moses and Eleazar the priest 
did as the LORD commanded Moses. 
32,000 virgin women were included in the plunder 
along with the sheep, cattle and donkeys:

32 The booty remaining from the plunder, 
which the men of war had taken, was 
six hundred and seventy-five thousand sheep, 
33 seventy-two thousand cattle, 
34 sixty-one thousand donkeys, 
35 and thirty-two thousand persons in all, 
of women who had not known a man intimately. 
The “Lord’s Tribute” goes to Eleazar the Priest and the Levites:
36 And the half, the portion for those who had gone out to war, 
was in number three hundred and thirty-seven thousand five hundred sheep; 
37 and the LORD’s tribute of the sheep was six hundred and seventy-five. 
38 The cattle were thirty-six thousand, 
of which the LORD’s tribute was seventy-two. 
39 The donkeys were thirty thousand five hundred, 
of which the LORD’s tribute was sixty-one. 
40 The persons were sixteen thousand, 
of which the LORD’s tribute was thirty-two persons. 
41 So Moses gave the tribute 
which was the LORD’s heave offering to Eleazar the priest, 
as the LORD commanded Moses. 
42 And from the children of Israel’s half, which Moses separated from the men who fought—43 now the half belonging to the congregation was three hundred and thirty-seven thousand five hundred sheep, 
44 thirty-six thousand cattle, 
45 thirty thousand five hundred donkeys, 
46 and sixteen thousand persons— 
47 and from the children of Israel’s half 
Moses took one of every fifty, drawn from man and beast, 
and gave them to the Levites, 
who kept charge of the tabernacle of the LORD, 
as the LORD commanded Moses. 

The Army hands over the Gold to the Moses and the Priests:

48 Then the officers who were over thousands of the army, 
the captains of thousands and captains of hundreds, 
came near to Moses; 49 and they said to Moses, 
“Your servants have taken a count of the men of war who are under our command, and not a man of us is missing. 
50 Therefore we have brought an offering for the LORD, what every man found of ornaments of gold: armlets and bracelets and signet rings and earrings and necklaces, to make atonement for ourselves before the LORD.” 
Moses and Eleazar the Priest Get All the Gold 
and take it into the Tabernacle to YHWH.
51 So Moses and Eleazar the priest received the gold from them, all the fashioned ornaments. 52 And all the gold of the offering that they offered to the LORD, 
from the captains of thousands and captains of hundreds, 
was sixteen thousand seven hundred and fifty shekels. 
53 (The men of war had taken spoil, every man for himself.) 
54 And Moses and Eleazar the priest received the gold 
from the captains of thousands and of hundreds, 
and brought it into the tabernacle of meeting as a memorial for the children of Israel before the LORD.
