Web Resources Assignment

2. List the URL of your resource;

4. Briefly explain the potential relevance, value or usefulness of your resource. 

Note. Of course, this may become quite redundant, depending on which resources you locate; in the event of “redundancy,” you may describe how the current resource adds to or complements previous resources;

5. Email me your resource information, especially the identification/URL.
