Creative Process Course Syllabus Addendum:

Additional Notes on Requirements

Requirements:  As outlined in the syllabus, the creative process course requires the following from each participant:

1. Good attendance and participation.

2. Keeping up with writing exercises that are assigned both in and outside of class so that you are regularly prepared to present and discuss these in each class.

3. Keeping up with your readings and reflections on the assigned books (“suggested” readings are outlined in the syllabus).

4. Regular (weekly) journaling of your insights and discoveries about your own creative process.

5. Ongoing (weekly, if possible) revisions of one or more of your work samples.

All of your work needs to be contained in a single portfolio notebook, preferably one that allows pages to be added and removed easily.  You will need to bring to class during the second week an Introductory Description (see syllabus) of your process (talents, blocks, goals, etc.) and brief writing samples.  Included in your portfolio will be ongoing journal entries that reflect upon your creative process and the assigned readings, all assigned exercises whether done in or outside of class (note that you still need to do these if you are absent), and ongoing experiments with your sample writing.  I will review your portfolio twice:  once midterm and once at the end of the semester.

Grading:    20% of your grade is based on attendance and participation with a half reduction in letter grade for each unexcused (nonemergency) absence beyond two.  80% of your grade is based on your portfolio.  The following criteria will be used in grading these:

1. Inclusion.      A thorough examination of assigned readings and how these relate to your own 

creative process and blocks.  Ongoing (more or less weekly) revisions of writing 

sample(s).  Ongoing (weekly) journaling of your own creative process.  A

majority (at least 80%) of creativity and creative writing assignments.  

2. Thoughtfulness.  Overall depth, thoughtfulness and originality of your writings and 

      reflections. 

3. Application.  The thoughtfulness and effort put into applying course concepts to your own

writings.

Hopefully, these guidelines offer clarity so that you don’t need to stress over course expectations.  If not, please ask me.  It is my hope that, for the most part, your experience in the course will be relaxed, playful, creative and enjoyable.
