Lesson Idea 2:

M&M colors graphing


This lesson is designed for a second grade class.  Students are going to learn how to make a basic bar graph using excel by creating a spreadsheet and using chart wizard.  Students will chart the amount of each color M&M they have in their packets.  Also, students will learn and implement the concept of mode by comparing their bag of M&M’s individually and to the rest of the class.  A class bar graph will be made together to show the overall amount of each color M&M and the mode, or most frequently occurring M&M color.  The assessment for this lesson will be that each student has successfully and accurately created a chart for their own individual bag and for the class totals, so that the two can be compared.
Lesson Idea 2:
Student Heights


This lesson is designed for a second grade class.  Again, students are going to use excel to create a spreadsheet of students heights in the class, and use the chart wizard tool to create a line graph of the heights.  Students will learn the concepts of range, median, mean, and the concept of mode will be reinforced by this activity.  Also, students will utilize measuring and conversion skills.  Students will be in partners and measure one another’s heights that will be recorded in inches.  Each pair will report the measurements to the class.  Once all measurements have been recorded on the board, students, in their pairs, will create a line graph of heights in the order that that they were recorded on the board.  The assessment of this lesson will be an accurately completed line graph.
