Here are some guidelines for your study of the text chapters and readings:

How do sociologists define social class?  What are the essential components?  What are some theories of stratification (Marx, Weber, Functional)?  What does the stratification system look like in the US today?  What is social mobility and what are the prospects for it in America today?  
Be able to discuss the concepts of prejudice, discrimination, and minority groups.  How does each apply to race, ethnicity and gender? Use the articles to illustrate your answers.

How do sociologists define “institution”? Be able to discuss the institution of the family as presented in the articles and lectures.
