______10.  The first teacher training schools in the United States for the training of women as teachers, established by Horace Mann in 1839, were called abnormal schools.
______11.  The “father of the kindergarten” was Friedrich Froebel (1782-1652).
______12.  Maria Monrtessori (1870-1952) greatly influenced curriculum and instruction in preschool and primary education.

______13.  Progressive education, promoted by John Dewey (1859-1952), was a theory of schooling that emphasized academic rigor and standardized subject matter rather than an emphasis on child-centered schools that included discovery and inquiry-based learning.
